Bitumen: Solid, semisolid or viscous hydrocarbon with a colloidal structure, being brown to black in
colour, obtained as a residue in the distillation of crude oil, by vacuum distillation of oil residues from
atmospheric distillationBitumen is often referred to as asphalt and is primarily used for construction of roads
and for roofing materiallhis category, alsoncludes fluidised and cut back bitumen.

LPG: LPGis light paraffinic hydrocarbons derived from the refinery processesle oil stabilisation
and natural gas processing plants. They consist mainly of propane (C3H8) and butane (C4HIO) or a combinatic
of the two. They could also include propylene, butylene, isopropylene and isobutylene. LPG are normally
liquefied under prssure for transportation and storage.
